We have had a couple of questions 
about homestudy updates so here is 
some information…About three 
months prior to when your 
homestudy is due for an update you 
will receive a letter from ACTION.  
You MUST return this letter to 
ACTION whether you wish to 
update your homestudy or not.  This 
letter MUST be in your file, so 
please return it to the office.  If 
your adoption is not finalized we 
recommend updating your 
homestudy even if you do not wish 
to adopt again, it’s better to be safe 
than sorry.  Finally, if you feel you 
may wish to adopt again in a year or 
two, we recommend updating your 
homestudy.  If you do not update, 
and allow your homestudy to expire, 
you must start from scratch with an 
entirely new homestudy in order to 
adopt again.

A Note About On-Going Training… 

 

On-going training is important to licensed 
families and also to ACTION.  Many of  you 

know that families are paid to attend training.  
This payment comes from the state and is in 
the amount of  $10 per person per hour of  
training.  That means on a typical training 

night, a two parent family can earn $60 just 
for coming to ACTION with an open mind 

(which you all agreed to do when you signed 
on with ACTION).  The other thing that is 

important to note is that ACTION gets paid to 
provide the training, again per person per 

hour of  training.  This is the ONLY money that 
ACTION receives from the State of  Ohio to 

help families grow through adoption and to 
help waiting children find forever families.
